The secret to working with water colors is to use lots of water.  To practice painting on paper, place a small amount of color on your palette.  Mix it with approximately triple the amount of water.  You want to achieve a thin, transparent color.

Now that you have perfected the art of water color application, try creating your secondary colors.  Place a little of one primary color (i.e.: red) in the centre of your palette.  Clean your brush and add an equal amount of a second primary color (i.e.:  yellow).  Clean your brush.  Add approximately triple the amount of water and create your secondary color (in this case orange).
